W I N E M A K I N G
Nestled between two mountain ranges, the Napa Valley offers diverse microclimates 

and soils that are uniquely suited to growing powerful yet elegant Cabernet 

Sauvignon. Home to historic vineyards, the Rutherford AVA is famous for its deep 

alluvial fans that produce rich and compelling Cabernet Sauvignon. This wine

is grown in well-drained, gravelly soils along the Silverado Trail

in the southern part of the AVA. 

The 2019 growing season was characterized by a long,

warm summer and mild finish to the season. The beginning

of the 2019 growing season was defined by copious rainfall 

and late soil moisture. The long, warm summer saw very

few extreme heat events, with foggy mornings setting the

stage for vibrant and expressive wines. The long,

relatively mild finish to the season, not without its

moments of unpredictability, helped to preserve

freshness and finesse in the fruit with abundant hang

time teasing out great color, structure and soft tannins.

All in all, exceptional wines with bright acidity and

ample texture.
